We kicked off the interview with the question; ñHow long 
did it take for you to grow the plants?ò and one of the 
group answered by saying they went to a garden centre 
in Iver called Flowerland where they did research on 
hanging baskets and picked up a leaflet on the plants.   
 
The names of all of the plants they used in their  
hanging baskets are Euonymus, Fern, Cyclamen, 
Conifers, Cineraria, Blue Fescue, Ajuga, Aubrietia, 
Pansy Amber Kiss, Pansy Winter Flowering, Ivy and 
Heather.  
 
They have done some research on hanging baskets by 
using a Google search to locate the plants, and then  
printed them off with actual photos of the plants as  
information leaflets for their customers; see example on 
the right. They were cheaper than the ones in garden 
centres as they did a price check comparison. If there 
are any plants that donôt sell, they just put them back in 
the garden. 
 
Finally we wanted to know  what they use the profits for 
and apparently they put the money back in to the  
business for their next project.
