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WHAT IS ASPERGER SYNDROME?



People with Autism and Asperger Syndrome will have

· Difficulty with social relationships

· Difficulty with verbal and non-verbal communication

· Difficulty with flexible thinking and imagination

There is usually an associated learning disability with autism, but although people with Asperger Syndrome have an average or above average intellectual ability, there will be learning difficulties, which are sometimes substantial, in areas such as organisation, motivation, problem solving and flexible thinking.

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Autism affects the development of social and communication skills, isolating those it affects from the rest of us.  People with autism are not able to control the way that they behave.  They often have no physical handicaps, but because of their disability have difficulty in communicating with people, and making sense of the world around them.

People with autism can be extremely anxious, and may become frightened or aggressive, quite suddenly for reasons which are not apparent.  Their ability to develop friendships is impaired, as is their capacity to understand other people’s feelings.  They often develop strange obsessions, and bizarre patterns of behaviour.  They need specialist help to cope with the demands of everyday life.  Their parents and carers have a very demanding job, and The Berkshire Autistic Society exists to provide practical help for families caring for a child or an adult with an Autism Spectrum Disorder.
